It is said that Claude Gouffier, Grand Equerry to the King 
in the 16th century, was the inspiration for the Marquis de 
Carabas in the Charles Perrault tale Puss in Boots.

Built by the Gouffier family as of the 16th century, the Château of Oiron houses a contemporary Curios & Mirabilia 
collection based loosely on the theme of the cabinet of curiosities, in reference to the fabulous art collection 
belonging to Claude Gouffier, Grand Equerry to Henri II.
